2. Tiirk¢e ve yabanci dildeki 6zetler; yazinin amacini, kapsamini ve so-
nuglarmi yansitmalidir. Tiirkge makalelerin basina Tiirkce ve Ingilizce; Ingi-
lizce makalelerin basma Tiirkce ve Ingilizce 6zet eklenmelidir. Tiirkce ve
yabanci dildeki 6zetlere anahtar kelimeler eklenmelidir. Bu kelimeler en
az 4, en fazla ise 6 tane olmahdar.

3. Makaleler, dil ve ifade bakimindan dilbilgisi kurallarina uygun olma-
11, makalede agik ve yalin bir anlatim yolu izlemeli, ayrica amag ve kapsam
disina ¢ikan gereksiz bilgilere yer verilmemelidir.

4. Makalenin hazirlanmasinda bilinen bilimsel yontemlere uyulmali,
caligmanin konusu, amaci, kapsami, hazirlanma gerekgesi vb. bilgiler yeterli
Olclide ve belirli bir diizen i¢inde verilmelidir. Makalede kullanilan sekil,
tablo, fotograf ve diger belgeler bilimsel kurallara uygun olarak hazirlan-
malidir.

5. Makalede kullanilan sekil, tablo, fotograf ve diger belgelerin altinda
kolayca anlasilacak bigimde yalin ve yeterli bir agiklama bulunmalidir.

6. Makalede kullanilan kaynaklar yazim kurallarina uygun olarak dii-
zenlenmeli, deginilen her belge kaynaklar kisminda yer almali, ancak
yazida deginilmeyen belgelere kaynaklar kisminda yer verilmemelidir.

7. Sonuglar, arastirmanin amag¢ ve kapsamina uygun olmali, ana ¢iz-
gileriyle ve 6z olarak verilmeli, metinde sozii edilmeyen veri ya da bulgulara
sonugta yer verilmemelidir.

8. Yazilar A4 kagidinin bir yiizline basilmali ve biitiin kenar bosluklar
2,5 cm olarak ayarlanmalidir.

9. Tiirkge ve Ingilizce yazilar Microsoft Word prograninda New Times
Roman karakteri ile hazirlanmali; makalenin ana bashgi, biiyiik harflerle
bold ve 12 punto olmalidir. Tiirkge bashgin altina yazilacak Ingilizce bashk
ise italik ve ilk harfleri biiyiik, digerleri kiiciik olarak yazilmahdir. Ma-
kale Ingilizce ise altina Tiirk¢e baslhik eklenmelidir. Metin igindeki basliklar
oncesinde 12nk, sonrasinda ise 6nk bosluk birakilmalidir.
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10. Bagliktan sonra 12 punto aralik verilerek yazar ad(lar)1 unvansiz ola-
rak yan yana sayfa ortalanarak yazilmali, unvan, ¢alistigi kurum, e-mail ad-
resi ve Orcid-ID numarasi dipnot olarak belirtilmelidir.

11. Yazar adindan sonra 12nk bosluk birakilarak Tiirkce, Ingilizce
olarak hazirlanmig 250 kelimeyi ge¢cmeyen 6zet yazilmali ve yazinin ana
konusunu tanimlayan anahtar kelimeler bu 6zetlerde belirtilmelidir.

12. Tiirkce ve Ingilizce &zetler, 10 punto, metin i¢i yazilar 11 punto ve
1,5 satir aralikli olarak, dipnotlar da 9 punto New Times Roman ile yazil-
malidir.

13. Makale; tablo, sekil, fotograf ve kaynaklar dahil 40 sayfay1 gecme-
melidir. Fakat 6zel durumlarda ve dergi kapasitesine gore sayfa sayisi fazla
olabilir. Sekil, tablo ve fotograflar bilgisayar ortaminda hazirlanip metin
icinde ya da sonunda sayfa boyutlarin1 (12x18 cm) agmayacak sekilde yer-
lestirmelidir. Tablo, sekil, fotograf basliklari ile altlarindaki tablo, fotograf
veya sekil arasinda 6 nk aralik bulunmali, basliklar1 bold ve “Tablo-1:”
seklinde olmalidir.

14. Referanslar, metin icinde veya sayfa altinda gosterilmelidir. Me-
tin i¢inde gosterildiginde; parantez i¢inde yazarin/ yazarlarin soyadi, atifta
bulunulan ¢alismanin yayim tarihi, alint1 yapilan sayfanin ya da sayfalarin
numarast (Cakar 2013: 25) seklinde yazilmalhidir. Aymi yazarin aym yil
igerisinde yayimlanan birden fazla ¢alismasina atif yapilmis ise, bu durum
(Celik 2014a), (Celik 2014b) seklinde kiigiik harflerle belirtilmelidir. Ancak
aciklama gerektiren hususlar sayfa altinda dipnot olarak yazilmaldir.

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PUBLICATION PRINCIPLES AND ARTICLE WRITING RULES

Journal of Harput Studies is published twice a year; in March and
September. The manuscripts sent to our journals must be in the field of soci-
al sciences, original works, and have the necessary qualifications indicated
below.

1. Headings in Turkish and foreign languages must be compatible with
the scope of the article, short, clear and adequate.

2. Abstracts in Turkish and Foreign language abstracts must reflect the
purpose, scope and consequences of the writing. Turkish and English abs-
tracts must be added into the articles written both in Turkish and English.
Keywords should be added to the abstracts in Turkish and foreign language.
These words should be at least 4, at most 6.

3. The articles must be in accordance with the grammar rules in terms of
language and expression; besides, a clear and absolute way of expression
must be used in the articles not giving unnecessary information that is out of
the purpose and scope.

4. The known scientific methods must be used in the preparation of the
articles; the subject, purpose, scope and reason for the preparation of the
study, and etc. must be given in a satisfying and certain order. Figures,
tables, photographs and other documents used in the article must be prepared
in accordance with the scientific rules.

5. There must be an absolute and sufficient explanation that can be
easily understood under the figures, tables, pictures and other documents
used in the article.

6. The resources used in the writing must be arranged in accordance
with the writing rules; each mentioned document must be included in the
bibliography, but not anything else.

7. The results must be in accordance with the purpose and scope of the
study, and cannot include any information or findings that are not explicitly
mentioned in the main text; must be given with its all outlines and in
summary.

8. The paper size is set to A4 size and the margins will be 2.5 cm from
all edges.

9. Articles are prepared in the Microsoft Word program on the PC with
the New Times Roman character. The main headings of the Turkish and
English articles are written on the centre of the first page being written with
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bold 12 pt. capital letters. The English title to be written under the Turkish
heading must be written in italics and the first letters are large and the others
are small. If the article is in English, a Turkish title should be added to the
bottom. Headings in the text should be preceded by 12 nk, followed by 6 nk.

10. After the heading, the author name (s) is written untitled side by side
by centring the page with 12 pt. spacing. The title, institution, e-mail address
and Orcid-1D are specified as footnotes.

11. After the author’s name, a summary written in Turkish, English not
exceeding 150 words is written leaving 12 pt. spaces, and the key words that
define the main topic of the article are indicated in these abstracts.

12. Abstracts in Turkish and English should be written in 10 pt, 11 pt in
text and 1.5 pt spaced, and footnotes in 9 pt New Times Roman.

13. Article should not be more then 40 pages including tables, figures,
photographs and resources. Figures, tables and photographs should be
prepared in a computer environment and should not exceed the page size
(12x18 cm). Table, shape, photo titles should have 6 nk spacing between the
table, photo or figure below, titles must be bold and as "Table-1:".

14. References should be shown in the text or under the page. When
shown in text; The surname of the author (s) in the parentheses, the date of
publication, the number of the cited page or pages (Cakar 2013: 25). If more
than one work of the same author is published in the same year, this should
be indicated in small letters (Steel, 2014a), (Steel, 2014b). However, the
points that need explanation should be as footnotes below the page.

In the footnotes shown under page; if the book is, the first name and
surname of the author/authors, title of the work, and the page/pages that are
quoted should be written respectively (for example, Enver Cakar, Elazig
Baskil Yoresi Asiretleri, Ankara 2012, s. 25). In the articles; after the
author’s first name and surname, the name of the article in quotation marks,
the title of the journal and the page/pages quoted should be shown (for
example, Kiirsat Celik, “R.1284/M.1868-1869 Tarihli Muhasebe-i Evkaf-1
Himayun Defteri’ne Gére Mamuratilaziz Vakiflar”, Vakiflar Dergisi, 40,
Ankara 2013, pp. 143-162).

15. The reference should be shown as follows:
